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Preface

This work has grown from an initial effort by RWK, who set out to index all instances of scientific
names of organisms in the 186 Linnaean dissertations. To that index CAT has added a synoptic
bibliography of the dissertations as they originally appeared, along with an account of subsequent
collected editions and a concordance for the most important of the latter. The synoptic
bibliography is based on a handlist prepared by GDRB, who has also provided much advice and
other assistance, and the account of collected editions is based on information, assembled by
numerous Hunt Institute staff, from the draft catalogue of the Strandell Collection of Linnaeana.
The concordance was constructed to help researchers locate citations from the original dissertations
in later collected editions. The compilers take responsibility for any errors that may appear in this
volume; corrections and additions are most welcome.

Introduction

This Index accounts for over 30,700 occurrences of more than 13,900 different formal names of
plant and animal taxa that appear in the original editions of the 186 dissertations defended by
students of Carolus Linnaeus (Carl von Linné, 1707-1778), during the period 1743-1776. It is
intended to serve as a finding aid, not a nomenclator, and for the sake of organizational simplicity
the entries are not always exact transcriptions of the names as they appear in the dissertations (see
below under Rendition). Especially for nomenclatural matters, which may hinge on precise details
of format and context, the dissertations themselves should be consulted.

The dissertations were reprinted a number of times in collected editions, two of them edited by
Linnaeus himself (Amoenitates academicae). Besides being entirely reset, and paged differently,
these reprinted versions often differ from the originals in actual content. Since this Index was
compiled from copies of the original editions (specifically, the two complete sets in the Strandell
Collection at the Hunt Institute), it does not reflect any of the additions, corrections and deletions
that Linnaeus made in the Amaoenitates versions, and of course the page numbers cited here are not
those of the Amoenitates or other collected editions. Still, the Index, together with the following
Concordance, should prove generally useful for finding corresponding citations in the later
editions.

Coverage

The Index cites each occurrence of each formal (thus *‘scientific”) Latin (or Latinized) designation
of a plant or animal taxon at the generic level or below — whether uninomial, binomial or
polynomial, whether in a taxonomic citation, prose or a note, and whether newly described,
accepted, synonymized or noted in passing. Exceptions are: occurrences of such names in
dedications, invocations or epigrams that are not part of the dissertation content proper;
occurrences when the taxa are mentioned comparatively for only descriptive (not differential)
purposes (e.g., to indicate size or habit); and occurrences as part of a title.

Common names, including Latin renderings, are not included, except when they are identical to
formal (“scientific”’) names and the two usages could not be discriminated (usually in prose
contexts and involving uninomials). Also not covered are purely pharmaceutical (pharmacopoeic)
denotations, when the name is used to designate a pharmaceutical entity, not a plant or animal qua

taxon (even if the name is identical to the corresponding taxonomic one).



Organization

The Index entries are in alphabetical sequence by taxon name, and word division is significant in
the ordering.

Within each entry the citations are arranged by dissertation sequence number (Lidén number,
shown in parentheses following the abbreviated dissertation title), thus providing a roughly
chronological record of appearance, and then in page order for each dissertation. Imputed page
numbers are indicated with square brackets.

Notes appear within square brackets, either following the entry names themselves or following the
individual page-number citations, as pertinent.

Rendition

The names are transcribed literally from the dissertations, as to typography, orthography and word
separation, except that:

ABBREVIATED WORDS are silently expanded to their full forms, when those are clearly
discernable.

ALCHEMICAL AND ASTROLOGICAL SYMBOLS representing words or parts of words are
silently translated to the equivalent Latin orthographies.

ALTERNATIVE NAMES contained within a single citation (i.e., when generic names or sets of
epithets are separated by “sive” or “vel” or “seu,” or when a trivial epithet is marked off
parenthetically or typographically within a polynomial) are indexed separately, each silently
expanded to full form — e.g., “Mus seu Cuniculus indicus” is indexed as both “Mus indicus™
and “Cuniculus indicus,” and “Ispida (viridis) supra ferruginiaea” as both “Ispida viridis” and
“Ispida supra ferruginiaea™;

AMPERSANDS are transcribed as “et”;

AUTOCHTHONOUS (LINNAEAN) TYPOGRAPHIC ERRORS AND ORTHOGRAPHIC LAPSES OR
VARIANTS are changed to conform with present general taxonomic usage, and the erroneous or
variant dissertation usages are noted within brackets;

CAPITAL LETTERS (initial or internal) in any words that follow the generic name are silently
changed to lower case — this includes words that are themselves generic names in other
contexts;

GREEK-LETTER VARIETAL DESIGNATIONS that follow binomials or polynomials are
transcribed as “alpha, “‘beta” etc. — those that precede names cited in synonymy are silently
deleted;



HYPHENS are silently deleted or inserted to accord with prevailing contemporary usage, or with
modem nomenclatural usage when pertinent, in order to achieve consistency in the rendition of
names that are otherwise the same;

INFLECTED FORMS are silently transposed to the nominative case;
LIGATURED VOWELS (in diphthongs) are silently dissociated;
LOWER-CASE INITIALS in words used as generic names are silently changed to capitals;

PUNCTUATION (commas, semicolons, colons and periods) within names is sometimes silently
added or deleted to make substantively parallel citations sort in parallel;

ROMAN NUMERALS are transcribed as arabic numerals;

VARIANT TYPOGRAPHY is silently changed to conform with present general taxonomic usage;

e.g., ‘1’ versus ‘j’ and ‘y’, ‘u’ versus ‘v'.

I have made no systematic attempt to uncover the apparently numerous inaccuracies in Linnaeus’
renderings of names that he was citing from other sources. In the time available it would have
been impossible to track down the original source of every such name (often Linnaeus did not
indicate the source), discover the disparities (changes in word order, elisions of words, differing
orthographies and Latin constructions), and reconcile them. However, when I have happened to
notice such variant renditions, the differences are noted in square brackets.

Authorities and sources that are cited in the dissertations along with the names proper are not
transcribed, except when they are integral parts of the names.

Question marks associated with (indicating taxonomic uncertainty about) generic names or epithets
are not transcribed.

Notes

Pan Svecicus (Lidén no. 26) presents peculiar difficulties. The list of species therein follows the
scheme of Linnaeus’ Flora Svecica (Stockholm, 1745), and the Flora numbers are cited first,
followed by names that mostly are just ad-hoc short-hand references to the full names that appear
in the Flora. Linnaeus indicated that he had done this deliberately, as a matter of convenience, and
so the shortened names themselves cannot be regarded as “formal” usages. However, it seemed
less than satisfactory to include in the Index only the generic names involved, and on the other
hand it seemed equally unsatisfactory to translate to the full names from the Flora. So I have cited
these shortened versions as they appeared, even though they are informal in nature, and even when
they are literally ungrammatical.



No thorough bibliographic comparison and analysis of multiple copies of the individual
Linnaean dissertations has been reported, and it is not certain that textual variations do not occur
within the original editions. If users of the Index encounter any such variations that conflict with

the entries herein, it will be helpful and much appreciated if they will bring them to our attention.

Synoptic Bibliography

Introduction

The 186 original Linnaean dissertations, published between 1743 and 1776, were the joint
products of Carl Linnaeus and his students. Their subject matter includes such diverse topics as
Baltic coral, the flora of England. insects, medical botany, the botanical garden at Uppsala, dogs,
and chocolate. In accordance with the standard practice of the time, although the studies were the
18th-century equivalent of today’s doctoral dissertations, the ideas defended therein were those of
the Praeses rather than of the Respondent. Thus the dissertations are often attributed to Linnaeus,
rather than to the students who published and defended them.

Conventions Used

This bibliography lists the dissertations chronologically and includes in each entry the respondent,
title, date of defense and original pagination. The dates are based on those in Soulsby’s A
catalogue of the works of Linnaeus ..., ed. 2. Notes have been added to reflect those instances in
which information on copies in the Strandell Collection at the Hunt Institute (“Strandell copies™
hereafter) differs from that reported by Soulsby et al.

Curly brackets {} indicate date information that has been supplied in manuscript on our copies of
the dissertations, whether to fill a blank or to alter printed information. Regarding pagination, any
references to unnumbered or misnumbered pages refer to all Strandell copies of a given dissertation
unless our copies are at variance with one other, in which case a note is supplied. Square brackets
[] indicate unnumbered preliminary, beginning or ending pages. In a few cases where there are
page numbering errors on a beginning or ending page, notes in parentheses () are added to clarify
these irregularities.

Initial dedicatory phrases and further qualifying phrases have been omitted from the titles as we
have reproduced them here. The additional short title is that by which the dissertation is cited in the
Index to Scientific Names. The number and title used by Lidén to cite each dissertation are given,
as are the titles by which the dissertations are cited in the standard reference works by Soulsby and
Drake.

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Historical Overview of Collected Editions

These notes and the citations in the following section have been adapted from the draft catalogue of
the Strandell Collection of Linnaeana at the Hunt Institute for Botanical Documentation, with the
purpose of providing a historical overview of the various collected editions of the dissertations,
along with bibliographic citations.

Following their original publication as individual items, the Linnaean dissertations were collected
and reprinted, often along with selected orations and programmata, in several editions, generally
known as the Amoenitates academicae. The first edition of these Amoenitates, edited by Petrus
Camper, appeared in 1749 and reprinted a selection of 19 dissertations with no editorial changes.
Included were Linnaeus’ own doctoral dissertation and 18 other dissertations that were chosen by
Camper and were not the first 18 to have been originally published. Only the first of several
projected volumes was published, and later that year Linnaeus, dissatisfied with Camper’s work,
persuaded Godofred Kieswetter of Stockholm to print the first volume of a new and revised
collection of the dissertations, arranged chronologically. Volumes 2-7 of this edition were printed
by Lars Salvius of Stockholm. This “Linnaeus edition” (1749-1769), edited and revised by
Linnaeus himself, comprises 150 dissertations and three orations in seven volumes and contains
many substantive and some nomenclatural changes from the original works.

A re-issue of volumes 2-7 of the Linnaeus edition, without revision, was published in Leiden
(1752-1769) by Jacob de Wetstein, a printer at Leiden. (He did not re-issue volume 1, as it had
been published earlier by Haak — the so-called Camper edition.) Soulsby referred to this edition
as having been pirated, while Giinther Buchheim has noted that the only distinction between this
and the Linnaeus edition is the cancelled title pages in the former, concluding that this edition might
more accurately be considered the Wetstenius issue.

Volumes 2 and 3 of the Linnaeus edition were revised by Linnaeus and published by Salvius in
1762 and 1764, and are often referred to as the Linnaeus revised edition. The revised volume 3
bears no indication of revision on the title page and, as the pagination and layout of the 1756
edition are closely followed, this edition is frequently cited as a reprint. However, while the
revisions are not extensive, several of the dissertations included in this volume, in particular
Demonstrationes plantarum, are important nomenclaturally. The revisions that involve
nomenclature tend to reflect additions or changes recorded in the second edition of Species
plantarum (1762-1763).

Wetstenius also re-issued volume 2 of this Linnaeus revised edition in 1764.

Linnaeus’ son, also named Carl von Linné, projected a continuation of the Linnaeus edition series,
to include all of the dissertations from Coloniae plantarum to the final one, Hypericum. This plan
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ended with his death in 1783, and his father’s pupil J. C. D. von Schreber produced the
continuation as volumes 8-10 of the Amoenitates (1785-1790), simultaneously reissuing, with
some editorial changes, volumes 1-7 (1787-1789), which were by that time out of print. This is
known as the Schreber edition, and it contains 186 dissertations, along with 12 orations by
Linnaeus and four dissertations by his son. It incorporated the Linnaean revisions of volume 2 but
not of volume 3, the revision of the latter apparently being unknown to Schreber at the time.

As an aside, those who consult the Schreber edition will notice that Schreber refers to his volumes
1 and 2 as being of the third edition, while volumes 3-7 are designated the second edition. This
might be explained as follows. For volume 1, the Camper edition might be considered the first
edition (i.e., of the Amoenitates, not counting the original dissertations themselves), and the
Linnaeus edition would be the second edition. For volume 2, the Linnaeus edition would be seen
as the first edition, and the Linnaeus revised edition as the second. This line of reasoning would
also follow for volume 3, except that, as noted above, Schreber seems not to have acknowledged
or incorporated Linnaeus’ revisions to volume 3. By contrast, Hulth refers to Schreber’s volumes
1-3 as being the third edition, and volumes 4-7 as being the second edition.

Apart from the editions noted above, several other translations or collections of material from the
Amoenitates were published.

The Biwald edition, Selectae ex Amaenitatibus [sic] academicis (1764), contains six dissertations
and one oration, previously published in the Camper edition and in volume 2 of the Linnaeus
edition, with notes by Leopold Gottlieb von Biwald. This collection is continued by his
Continvatio selectarvm ex Amoenitatibvs academicis (1766) and Continvatio altera selectarvim ex
Amoenitatibvs academicis (1769). The former is an edition of ten dissertations, published earlier
in volumes 3 and 4 of the Linnaeus edition, with notes by Biwald, plus an original contribution by
Nikolaus Poda von Neuhaus and Giovanni Antonio Scopolie. The Continvatio altera contains nine
dissertations from volumes 5 and 6 of the Linnaeus edition, with notes by Biwald plus two original
mineralogical contributions by Nikolaus Poda von Neuhaus. While these collections were largely
based on the Linnaeus edition of the Amoenitates academicae, Biwald deleted the passages relating
to the sexes of plants and animals.

Emst Justus Hopfner produced a German edition (1776-1778) of the Amoenitates academicae, that
includes translations of 35 dissertations and of two papers by Linnaeus. Auserlesene
Abhandlungen aus der Naturgeschichte, Physik und Arzneywissenschaft appeared in three
volumes and is sometimes referred to as the Hoepfner edition.

In 1759, Benjamin Stillingfleet published the first edition of his Miscellaneous tracts, providing
English translations of a travel account by Linnaeus and five Linnaean dissertations, together with
his own account of grasses pertaining to English agriculture (with a flora of 21 genera).
Stillingfleet reviewed Linnaeus’ major works, the importance of explorations and collections in
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foreign lands by his pupils, and a defense of Linnaeus’ systems of plant and animal classification.
This was the first major introduction to Linnaeus and his principles published in England, and its
appearance initiated the era of Linnaean botany there. While the individual translations are all of
Linnaeus’ writings, the work as a whole is attributed to Stillingfleet.

In 1781, F. J. Brand published Select dissertations from the Amoenitates academicae, a
supplement to Mr. Stillingfleet’s Tracts relating to natural history, a collection of ten dissertations,
an oration and an essay by Linnaeus. British names of plants and animals were supplied in
footnotes. Although often catalogued either as a work by Stillingfleet or as an English translation
of Linnaeus® works, a comparison of these “translations” with the originals reveals that Brand
made extensive and unnoted changes of various kinds. A projected second volume was never
published.

English summaries of selected Linnaean dissertations appeared in Richard Pulteney’s A general
view of the writings of Linnaeus (first edition, 1781), which was also translated into French in
1789. The work includes biographical accounts of Linnaeus and Pulteney, synopses of selected
Linnaean dissertations, an account of the medals awarded to Linnaeus, and a translation of
Linnaeus’ paper on pearl culture.

J. E. Gilibert’s seven-volume Systema plantarum Europae (1785-1787) is a compilation of
abridged versions of the works of Linnaeus, with additions and alterations to the Linnaean text,
along with Latin translations of five papers that originally appeared in Swedish. Volumes 5 and 6
were also issued separately as Amoenitates academicae (1786). While bearing half-titles of
Systema plantarum Europae, they are separately entitled Fundamentorum botanicorum, pars prima
and pars secunda, and are frequently cited as such. Gilibert made few revisions to these
Amaenitates and therefore his volumes 5 and 6, which contain over 50 Linnaean dissertations and
orations, are commonly attributed to Linnaeus, although Gilibert is credited with the Systema
plantarum Europae as a whole, reflecting the extent of his revisions in the other volumes.

In recent decades a series of Swedish translations of a number of Linnaeus’ dissertations, essays,
and addresses, with commentaries, has been published under the title of Valda avhandlingar.

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Concordance for Selected Editions

Introduction

This concordance has been compiled to facilitate access to particular references as they appear in
selected editions of the collected dissertations, for which page numbering is continuous within each
volume and so will not match that of the original dissertations. To augment the references to
original pagination that are given in the Index, the Concordance provides the corresponding
paginations in the collected editions which have become known as the following: the Camper
edition, the Linnaeus edition, the Linnaean revised edition, the Wetstenius edition (including the
Wetstenius issue of vol. 2 of the Linnaeus revised edition), and vols. 1-9 of the Schreber edition,
as well as in the more recent translations provided in the Valda avhandlingar series. The Camper
edition is included because it was the first reprinting of some of the dissertations; the Linnaeus
editions, edited by the author, are included for their authoritativeness; the Wetstenius edition is
included because it repeats the content of the Linnaeus edition and was relatively widely
distributed; the Schreber edition includes the later dissertations (151-186) not found in earlier
editions; and the Valda avhandlingar translations, an incomplete set of modern Swedish
translations made in the light of two centuries of Linnaean scholarship, are included because of
their recentness and availability (only 63 have been published, and most are still in print).

The Index to Scientific Names lists references as they appear in the original dissertations. Because
page numbering is continuous within each volume in subsequent collected editions, pagination
does not match that of the originals. The accompanying bibliographic concordance provides the
pagination for dissertations as they appear in selected collected editions, providing a tool for
locating references from an original dissertation in one of these subsequent editions. Using the
Index to find the page on which a given scientific name occurs in a dissertation, the reader can then
approximate the corresponding page number in any of the subsequent editions listed above by
adding the original page number to the beginning page number of the later version in question, and
then checking backward a page or two from the resulting page number.

Conventions Used

Square brackets [] indicate unnumbered preliminary or ending pages or, in a few cases, page
numbering errors on initial or ending pages. They are also used in the Concordance to indicate the
sequence numbers for dissertations in the Camper edition. Notes in parentheses () are added as
needed to clarify irregularities in pagination to assist those trying to match an Index reference to a
given page in one of the collected editions covered here.
